CONCERNING APPROVAL OF THE RULES

SUBMISSION OF THE INDUSTRIAL SAFETY DECLARATION OF HAZARDOUS

PRODUCTION FACILITIES

In accordance with paragraph 6 of Article 14 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities," the Government of the Russian Federation decides:

1. To approve the attached Rules for submitting the declaration of industrial safety of hazardous production facilities.

2. The implementation of the powers provided for by this resolution is carried out by the federal executive bodies within the limits established by the Government of the Russian Federation for the maximum number of employees of the federal executive bodies and budgetary allocations provided for by these bodies in the federal budget for leadership and management in the sphere of established functions.

3. This regulation comes into force on January 1, 2021.

REGULATIONS

SUBMISSION OF THE INDUSTRIAL SAFETY DECLARATION OF HAZARDOUS

PRODUCTION FACILITIES

1. These Rules establish the procedure for submitting the declaration of industrial safety of hazardous production facilities (hereinafter referred to as the declaration) to state authorities, local authorities, public associations and citizens.
2. These Rules have been developed in order to solve the following tasks:

creation of conditions for the organization and implementation of state supervision in the field of industrial safety;

increasing the efficiency of interaction between state authorities, local governments and public associations on the problems of ensuring industrial safety of hazardous production facilities;

ensuring activities in the field of environmental protection and protection of the population and territories from emergency situations;

ensuring the optimal level of awareness of government bodies, local governments, public associations and citizens about compliance with industrial safety requirements at hazardous production facilities.

3. The list of information contained in the declaration and information sheet (annex to the declaration), and the procedure for their registration are established by Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service.

4. The declaration is submitted to Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service.

5. The manager or other authorized person of the organization operating the hazardous production facility:

a) submits an approved copy of the declaration to Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service;

b) submits copies of the declaration to the federal executive authorities authorized by the President of the Russian Federation or the Government of the Russian Federation to exercise federal state supervision over compliance with industrial safety requirements in relation to the relevant hazardous production facility, and to the executive authority of the constituent entity of the Russian Federation, which is responsible for ensuring safe operation of a hazardous production facility in the territory of this constituent entity of the Russian Federation;

c) submits, on the basis of a reasoned request, copies of the declaration to the interested federal executive bodies, as well as to the local government body in the territory of which the hazardous production facility is operated;

d) provides access to the declaration for representatives of public associations on the basis of a reasoned request from the head of a public association agreed with the head of the executive body of the constituent entity of the Russian Federation, whose competence includes ensuring the safe operation of a hazardous production facility, subject to the established procedure for handling information constituting state and official secret;

e) ensures the submission of an information sheet (annex to the declaration) or a copy of the declaration to citizens residing in the territory of the municipality where the hazardous production facility is located, upon their request.

6. Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service ensures that a copy of the declaration is submitted to the legislative, executive and judicial authorities at their request.

7. The originals of the declaration, as well as the documents confirming their submission to Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service, are stored in the organizations operating hazardous production facilities.

8. Information provided in the declarations of industrial safety of hazardous production facilities located in the territory of the Russian Federation, as well as information on sending these declarations to the legislative, executive and judicial authorities is contained in the information resources of Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service.

9. The declaration can be submitted both in hard copy and in the form of an electronic document signed with an enhanced qualified electronic signature.
