RESOLUTION

CONCERNING LICENSING OF REVIEW ACTIVITIES ON
INDUSTRIAL SAFETY
In accordance with the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities," the Government of the Russian Federation decides:

1. To approve the attached Regulation on Licensing Activities for Conducting Industrial Safety Review.

2. The implementation of the powers provided for by this resolution is carried out by Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service within the limits established by the Government of the Russian Federation for the number of employees of its central office and territorial bodies, as well as budgetary allocations provided for by the Service in the federal budget for the leadership and management in the area of established functions.

3. This resolution comes into force on January 1, 2021 and is valid until January 1, 2027.

REGILATION
CONCERNING LICENSING OF REVIEW ACTIVITIES ON
INDUSTRIAL SAFETY
1. This Regulation establishes the procedure for licensing of industrial safety review (hereinafter referred to as review) and federal licensing control over activities related to industrial safety review (hereinafter referred to as licensing control)
2. Licensing of industrial safety review is carried out by Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service (hereinafter referred to as the licensing body).
3. The licensed activity provides for the implementation of the following works (provision of services) in accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities":
a) industrial safety review of documentation for preservation, liquidation of a hazardous production facility;

b) industrial safety review of documentation for technical re-equipment of a hazardous production facility if this documentation is not included in the design documentation of such a facility subject to review in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation on urban planning activities;
c) industrial safety review of technical devices used at a hazardous production facility, in the cases established by Article 7 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";

d) industrial safety review of buildings and structures at a hazardous production facility intended for the implementation of technological processes, storage of raw materials or products, movement of people and goods, localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents;
e) industrial safety review of an industrial safety declaration developed as part of the documentation for technical re-equipment (if the specified documentation is not included in the design documentation of a hazardous production facility, subject to examination in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation on urban planning activities), preservation, liquidation of a hazardous production facility, or a newly developed industrial safety declaration;
f) industrial safety review of the safety case of a hazardous production facility, as well as changes introduced to the safety case of a hazardous production facility.
4. The licensing requirements for an applicant to carry out licensed activities are:
a) the presence of at least 3 experts in the field of industrial safety among the staff of the applicant who meet the requirements established by the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities," for whom the job in this organization is the main one;
b) the presence of buildings or non-residential premises belonging to the applicant on the basis of ownership or on another legal basis, used in the implementation of the licensed activities, as well as equipment, instruments, materials and information support in accordance with paragraph 8 of Article 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities."
5. The licensing requirements for the licensee when carrying out the licensed activities are:
a) the presence of at least 3 experts in the field of industrial safety among the staff of the licensee who meet the requirements established by the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities," for whom the job in this organization is the main one;
b) conduct of review in accordance with the works (services) specified in the license by experts in the field of industrial safety that meet the requirements established by the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
c) conduct of review and formalizing the review results in accordance with the requirements established by the regulatory legal acts of the Russian Federation in the field of industrial safety;
d) the presence of buildings or non-residential premises owned by the licensee on the right of ownership or on another legal basis, used in the implementation of the licensed activity, as well as equipment, instruments, materials and information support in accordance with paragraph 8 of Article 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities.”

6. To obtain a license, the applicant sends or submits to the licensing authority an application drawn up in accordance with Part 1 of Article 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities," as well as the following documents and information:
a) copies of orders for the employment of experts in the field of industrial safety, certified by the head (deputy head) of the applicant or its separate structural unit;
b) details of the qualification certificates of the experts in the field of industrial safety;
c) copies of the documents confirming that the applicant has a license necessary for carrying out the licensed activity and buildings or non-residential premises belonging to him on the right of ownership or on another legal basis at the place of implementation of the licensed activity, the rights to which are not registered in the Unified State Register of Real Properties Titles and Transactions (if such rights are registered in the specified register, information about these buildings or premises is provided);
d) a list of equipment, instruments, materials and information support necessary for the implementation of the licensed activity and owned by the applicant on the basis of ownership or on other legal basis;

e) an inventory of the attached documents.
7. If the licensee intends to change the address of the place of implementation of the licensed type of activity, the new address of the licensed activity is indicated in the application for renewal of the license, and the following documents and information are also submitted:
a) copies of the orders for the recruitment of experts in the field of industrial safety (with a mark of acknowledgement of the order), certified by the head (deputy head) of the applicant or its separate structural unit;

b) details of the qualification certificates of the experts in the field of industrial safety;
c) copies of the documents confirming that the licensee has the buildings or non-residential premises necessary for carrying out the licensed activity, belonging to him on the right of ownership or on another legal basis at the new address of the licensed activity, the rights to which are not registered in the Unified State Register of Real Properties Titles and Transactions (if such rights are registered in the specified register, information about these buildings or premises is provided);
d) a list of equipment, devices, materials and information support necessary for the implementation of the licensed activity and belonging to the licensee on the basis of ownership or on other legal basis;

e) an inventory of the attached documents.
8. Performing the works within the framework of the licensed activity (provision of services), as specified in clause 3 of this Regulation at the address of the location of the customer's hazardous production facility, as well as using the means of remote interaction of the experts in the field of industrial safety and the employees of the organizations operating hazardous production facilities, does not require renewal of the license.
9. If the licensee intends to perform work (provide services) that constitute the licensed activity that are not specified in the license, the names of new works (services) are indicated in the license renewal application, and the following documents and information are submitted:
a) copies of the orders for the recruitment of the experts in the field of industrial safety (with a mark of acknowledgement of the order), certified by the head (deputy head) of the applicant or its separate structural unit;

b) details of the qualification certificates of the experts in the field of industrial safety;
c) copies of the documents confirming that the licensee has the buildings or non-residential premises necessary for the performance of new works (provision of new services) and belonging on the right of ownership or on another legal basis at the place of implementation of the licensed activity, the rights to which are not registered in the Unified State Register of Real Properties Titles and Transactions (if such rights are registered in the specified register, information about these buildings or premises is provided);
d) a list of equipment, instruments, materials and means of information support required for the performance of new works (provision of new services) and belonging to the licensee on the basis of ownership or on other legal basis;

e) an inventory of the attached documents.
10. A gross violation of the licensing requirements is the licensee's failure to comply with the requirements provided for by subparagraphs "a" to "c" of paragraph 5 of this Regulation, which entailed the consequences provided for by part 11 of Article 19 of the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities."
11. Submission by the applicant of the application for granting the license and the documents required for obtaining the license, their acceptance by the licensing authority, making decisions on granting the license (refusing to grant the license), renewing the license (refusing to renew the license), suspending, renewing, terminating the validity of the license and its cancellation, the formation and maintenance of the licensing case, the maintenance of the register of licenses and the provision of information contained in the register of licenses, licensing cases of the applicants and/or licensees, including that in electronic form, are carried out in accordance with the procedure established by the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities.”
12. Federal licensing control is carried out in accordance with the procedure established by the Federal Law "Concerning the Protection of the Rights of Legal Entities and Individual Entrepreneurs in Exercising State Control (Supervision) and Municipal Control,” taking into account the specifics of organizing and conducting inspections established by the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities."
13. Licensing control is carried out by the licensing authority.

14. The subject of licensing control is compliance by a legal entity with licensing requirements.
15. Licensing control is carried out through the organization and implementation of measures to prevent violations of license requirements, monitoring compliance with license requirements in the implementation of activities in the field of industrial safety by legal entities, inspections of legal entities, taking measures provided for by the legislation of the Russian Federation to suppress, prevent and/or eliminate consequences of revealed violations.
16. When taking measures to prevent violations of licensing requirements, special preventive measures aimed at preventing harm, natural and man-made emergencies are not carried out.
17. The officials of the licensing authority exercising licensing control are:
a) the head of the licensing authority, his deputies;

b) heads of the structural subdivisions of the central office of the licensing body, their deputies, who are in charge of licensing control issues;
c) federal state civil servants of the "specialists" category of the leading and senior groups of positions in the structural divisions of the central office of the licensing authority, which are in charge of licensing control issues;
d) heads of territorial bodies of the licensing authority, their deputies;

e) heads of the departments and deputy heads of the departments of territorial bodies of the licensing authority, which are in charge of licensing control issues;
f) federal state civil servants of the "specialists" category of the leading and senior groups of positions in the territorial bodies of the licensing authority, which are in charge of licensing control issues.
18. When checking the information contained in the application submitted by the applicant (licensee) and the documents attached to it (information about the documents), as well as the licensee's compliance with the license requirements, the licensing authority requests the information necessary for the provision of public services in the field of licensing from the bodies providing state services, bodies providing municipal services, other state bodies, local self-government bodies or organizations subordinate to state bodies or local self-government bodies, in the manner prescribed by the Federal Law "Concerning the Organization of Provision of State and Municipal Services.”
19. For the provision or renewal of a license, a state fee is paid in the amount and in the manner established by the legislation of the Russian Federation on taxes and fees.
20. Information containing information provided for by Part 1 of Article 21 of the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities" is posted in the official electronic or printed mass media of the licensing authority within 10 working days from the date of:
a) the official publication of the regulatory legal acts that establish mandatory requirements for licensed activities;

b) the licensing authority’s decision to grant and renew a license, suspend and renew its validity;

c) receipt of information from the Federal Tax Service about the liquidation of a legal entity or the termination of its activities as a result of reorganization;

d) entry into legal force of a court decision to revoke the license.
