CONCERNING LICENSING OF
OPERATION OF EXPLOSIVE, FIRE AND CHEMICALLY HAZARDOUS
INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES OF HAZARD CLASSES I, II AND III
 
In accordance with the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities," the Government of the Russian Federation decides:
1. To approve the attached Regulation on licensing of operation of explosive, fire and chemically hazardous production facilities of hazard classes I, II and III.
2. The exercise of the powers provided for by this resolution is carried out within the limits established by the Government of the Russian Federation for the number of employees and budgetary allocations provided by Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service in the federal budget for leadership and management in the sphere of established functions.

3. This resolution comes into force on January 1, 2021 and is valid until January 1, 2027.

REGULATION
ON LICENSING OF OPERATION OF EXPLOSIVE
AND CHEMICALLY HAZARDOUS PRODUCTION FACILITIES OF HAZARD CLASSES I, II AND III
 
1. This Regulation determines the procedure for licensing of the operation of explosive and fire hazardous and chemically hazardous production facilities of I, II and III hazard classes (hereinafter referred to as facilities) carried out by legal entities and individual entrepreneurs (hereinafter referred to as the licensed type of activity).
2. The licensed type of activity includes the performance of work at the facilities according to the list in the appendix.
3. Licensing of the operation of facilities is carried out by Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service (hereinafter referred to as the licensing authority).
4. Licensing requirements for an applicant for a license to carry out a licensed type of activity (hereinafter referred to as the license) are:
a) the presence, on the right of ownership or other legal basis at the place of implementation of the licensed type of activity, of land plots, buildings, structures and structures on which (in which) the facilities, as well as technical devices planned for use at the facilities are located;
b) the presence of documents confirming the commissioning of the facilities, or positive conclusions of industrial safety review for technical devices to be used at the facilities, as well as buildings and structures at the facilities (hereinafter referred to as positive conclusions of industrial safety review), entered in the register of review conclusions of industrial safety in accordance with Articles 6, 7 and 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
c) compliance of the technical devices to be used at the facilities with the mandatory requirements of technical regulations, federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety or, prior to their entry into force, with industrial safety requirements established by regulatory documents of federal executive bodies provided for in Article 49 of the Federal Law "Concerning Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with the Implementation of the Provisions of the Federal Law ‘On Technical Regulation’," in accordance with Article 7 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" and Article 46 of the Federal Law "Concerning Technical Regulation";
d) availability of industrial safety declarations in the cases stipulated by Article 14 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
e) establishment of an industrial safety management system in the cases provided for by Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
f) the existence of provisions on production control of compliance with industrial safety requirements at facilities in accordance with Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
g) the presence of instruments and systems for monitoring, control, signaling, warning and emergency automatic protection of technological processes at the facilities in accordance with the established requirements in cases where the obligatory presence of such devices and systems is provided for by federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety or before their entry into force by the industrial safety requirements established by the regulatory documents of federal executive bodies provided for in Article 49 of the Federal Law "Concerning Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with the Implementation of the Provisions of the Federal Law ‘Concerning Technical Regulation’” in accordance with Article 9 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
h) the presence of action plans for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
i) the presence of service contracts concluded with professional emergency rescue services or units, or the organization of internal professional emergency rescue services in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
j) the presence of reserves of financial resources and material resources created in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
k) training and certification in the field of industrial safety for the employees, including the heads of organizations of the applicants operating at the facilities, in accordance with Articles 9 and 14.1 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
l) the presence, in accordance with the federal laws "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" and "Concerning Compulsory Insurance of Civil Liability of the Owner of a Hazardous Facility for Causing Harm as a Result of an Accident at a Hazardous Facility," of compulsory insurance contracts for civil liability for harm as a result of an accident at the facility.
5. The licensing requirements for the licensee when carrying out the licensed type of activity are:
a) the presence, on the right of ownership or other legal basis at the place of implementation of the licensed type of activity, of land plots, buildings, structures and structures on which (in which) the facilities are located, as well as technical devices used at the facilities;
b) operation of technical devices used at the facilities, within the established operating indicators of these technical devices (assigned service life and/or established resource);
c) taking, in accordance with technical regulations, measures to ensure the safety of technical devices used at the facilities, provided for by the safety cases of these technical devices, as well as measures to ensure the safety of technical devices provided for by their operating manuals (instructions), including that when they are put into operation, used for their intended purpose, maintained, repaired in every way, periodically diagnosed, tested, transported, packaged, preserved and stored, in accordance with Article 7 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
d) the use at the facilities of technical devices that meet the requirements of technical regulations, federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety or, before their entry into force, of industrial safety requirements established by regulatory documents of federal executive bodies provided for in Article 49 of the Federal Law "Concerning Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with the Implementation of the Provisions of the Federal Law ‘Concerning Technical Regulation’”;
e) the presence of the employees who meet the requirements established by federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety;
f) provision of training and certification in the field of industrial safety for the employees, including the heads of the organizations operating at the facilities, in accordance with Articles 9 and 14.1 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
g) functioning of the industrial safety management system in the cases provided for by Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
h) implementation of production control of compliance with industrial safety requirements in accordance with Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
i) the presence and operation of instruments and systems for monitoring, control, signaling, warning and emergency automatic protection of technological processes at the facilities - in cases where the obligatory presence of such devices and systems is provided for by federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety or, before their entry into force, by the industrial safety requirements established by the regulatory documents of federal executive bodies provided for in Article 49 of the Federal Law "Concerning Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with the Implementation of the Provisions of the Federal Law ‘On Technical Regulation’” in accordance with Article 9 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
j) the presence of positive industrial safety review conclusions entered in the register of industrial safety review conclusions in accordance with Article 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
k) the presence of industrial safety declarations in the cases stipulated by Article 14 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
l) the presence, in accordance with the federal laws "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" and "Concerning Compulsory Insurance of Civil Liability of the Owner of a Hazardous Facility for Causing Harm as a Result of an Accident at a Hazardous Facility," of contracts of compulsory insurance of civil liability for causing harm as a result of an accident at the facility;
m) the presence of action plans for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities and the implementation of measures in accordance with these plans in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
n) the existence, in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities", of service contracts with professional emergency rescue services or units, and in cases stipulated by the said Federal Law, other federal laws and other regulatory by legal acts of the Russian Federation, - the presence of internal professional emergency rescue services or units, as well as the presence of a non-staff emergency rescue unit from among the licensee's employees;
o) the presence of reserves of financial resources and material resources created in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
p) compliance with the requirements for registration of facilities in operation in the state register in accordance with Article 2 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
q) operation of the facilities in accordance with industrial safety requirements established by federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety or, before their entry into force, by industrial safety requirements established by regulatory documents of federal executive bodies provided for in Article 49 of the Federal Law ""Concerning Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with the Implementation of the Provisions of the Federal Law ‘Concerning Technical Regulation’,” as well as the requirements established in the safety cases for the facilities, if the activity is carried out by the licensee using a safety case for the facility;
r) the presence of documents confirming the commissioning of the facilities, or the presence of positive conclusions of industrial safety review in accordance with Articles 6, 7 and 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
s) compliance with the procedure established by the federal executive body in the field of industrial safety for conducting a technical investigation of the causes of accidents in accordance with Article 12 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities", as well as incidents and cases of loss of industrial explosives.
6. Gross violations of licensing requirements in the implementation of a licensed type of activity are violations of license requirements provided for in subparagraphs "a"-"g", "f"-"n" and "p"-"c" of paragraph 5 of this Regulation, which entailed consequences established by part 11 of Article 19 of the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities.”
7. To obtain the license, the applicant shall send or submit to the licensing authority an application drawn up in accordance with Part 1 of Article 13 of the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities", as well as:
a) copies of documents confirming that the applicant has the license needed for the implementation of the licensed type of activity and belonging to him on the right of ownership or on another legal basis at the place of implementation of the licensed type of activity of land plots, buildings, structures and structures (a single isolated part of a building, structure and structure) , on which (in which) the facilities are located, the rights to which are not registered in the Unified State Register of Real Property Titles and Transactions (if such rights are registered in the specified register, information about these land plots, buildings, structures and structures);
b) details of the documents confirming the commissioning of the facilities (the authority that issued the documents, address of its location, date and number of registration of documents), and in the absence of such documents - details of registration of positive conclusions of industrial safety examination for buildings and structures at the facilities in the register of industrial safety review conclusions (name of the body that entered the conclusion in the register, date and registration number);
c) details of the documents confirming the compliance of technical devices to be used at the facilities with the requirements of technical regulations (name of the body that confirmed the compliance of technical devices, number and date of issue of the document), or details of registration of positive conclusions of industrial safety review for technical devices to be used at the facilities, in the register of industrial safety review conclusions;
d) a copy of the regulation on the industrial safety management system in the cases provided for by Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
e) details of action plans for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities;
f) details of the documents confirming certification in the field of industrial safety of the employees, including the heads of organizations (a separate subdivision of the organization) of the applicants in accordance with Article 14.1 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
g) copies of the documents confirming the availability of reserves of financial resources and material resources for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents;
h) details of the industrial safety declarations of the applicant's facilities, in respect of which Article 14 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" establishes the obligation to develop these declarations (name of the body that registered the declaration, date and number of registration of the declaration);
i) information on the presence of automated control systems at the facilities;
j) copies of the service contracts with professional emergency rescue services or units and/or administrative documents of the license applicant on the organization of internal professional emergency rescue services, as well as copies of the documents confirming the certification of professional emergency rescue services or units in accordance with Article 12 of the Federal Law "Concerning Emergency Rescue Services and the Status of Rescuers";
k) copies of the insurance policies of compulsory insurance of civil liability for damage caused by an accident at the facility drawn up in accordance with the federal laws "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" and "Concerning Compulsory Insurance of Civil Liability of the Owner of a Hazardous Facility for Causing Harm as a Result of an Accident at a Hazardous Facility," which expire no earlier than 45 working days from the date of receipt by the licensing authority of the application for and the documents attached to it;
l) an inventory of the attached documents.
8. If the licensee intends to carry out the licensed type of activity at the address of the place of its implementation, which is not indicated in the license, the new address of the place of implementation of the licensed type of activity is indicated in the application for renewal of the license, and the following documents and information are submitted:
a) a list of works to be performed at the new address;
b) copies of the documents confirming the existence of land plots, buildings, structures and structures (a single separate part of a building, structure and structure) on the basis of ownership or other legal basis, necessary for the implementation of the licensed type of activity at the facilities at the new address, the rights to which are not registered in the Unified State Register of Real Property Titles and Transactions (if such rights are registered in the specified register, information about these land plots, buildings, structures and structures is provided), and/or information about the documents provided for in subparagraph "b" of this paragraph;
c) information about the contracts concluded for a period of less than one year, confirming the presence on a legal basis of land plots, buildings, structures and structures necessary for carrying out the licensed type of activity at the facilities at a new address (date of conclusion, names of the legal entities, individual entrepreneurs - parties to the agreement, taxpayer identification numbers, term of the agreement), and/or information provided for in subparagraph "b" of this paragraph;
d) details of the documents confirming the commissioning of the facilities at the new address (the issuing authority, dates and numbers of registration of documents), and in the absence of such documents - details of registration of positive conclusions of industrial safety review for buildings and structures at the facilities at the new address in the register of industrial safety review conclusions (name of the body that entered the conclusion in the register, date and number of registration);
e) details of the documents confirming the compliance of technical devices to be used at the facilities at a new address with the requirements of technical regulations (name of the body that confirmed the compliance of the technical devices, number and date of issue of the document), or details of registration of positive conclusions of industrial safety review for the technical devices to be used at the facilities at the new address in the register of industrial safety expertise;
f) copies of the documents confirming amendments to the documentation of the industrial safety management system in connection with the implementation of activities at the new address - in the cases provided for by Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
g) details of the action plans for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities at the new address;
h) information on financial resources and a list of material resources reserved for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities at the new address;
i) copies of the insurance policies of compulsory civil liability insurance for causing harm as a result of an accident at the facility at the new address, drawn up in accordance with the federal laws "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" and "Concerning Compulsory Insurance of Civil Liability of the Owner of a Hazardous Facility for Causing Harm as a Result of an Accident at a Hazardous Facility," which expire no earlier than 30 working days from the date of receipt by the licensing authority of the application for renewal of the license and the documents attached to it;
j) an inventory of the attached documents.
9. Carrying out, within the framework of the licensed type of activity, the work specified in clauses 1, 2, 4 and 7 of the annex to this Regulation, at the facilities where drilling operations are carried out using drilling rigs for geological exploration of subsoil, production of hydrocarbons, at the address not specified in the license does not require license renewal.
10. If the licensee intends to perform work that constitutes the licensed type of activity not specified in the license, the application for renewal of the license indicates the names of the new work, and the following documents and information are submitted:
a) a list of addresses of the locations where the licensed type of activity is carried out, where it is planned to perform the new work;
b) details of the documents confirming the commissioning of specific facilities where the new work is to be performed (the issuing authority, address of its location, date and number of registration of documents), and in the absence of such documents - details of registration of positive conclusions of industrial safety review on buildings and structures at such facilities in the register of industrial safety expertise conclusions when performing the new work (name of the body that entered the conclusion in the register, date and registration number);
c) details of the documents confirming the compliance of the technical devices to be used at the facilities when performing the new work with the requirements of technical regulations (name of the body that confirmed the compliance of technical devices, number and date of issue of the document), or details of registration of positive conclusions of industrial safety review for the technical devices to be used when performing the new work in the register of industrial safety review conclusions;
d) copies of the documents confirming amendments to the documentation of the industrial safety management system in connection with the performance of the new work, in the cases provided for in Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities";
e) details of the action plans for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities, taking into account the implementation of the new work;
f) information on financial resources and a list of material resources reserved for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at the facilities, taking into account the performance of new types of work;
g) copies of the insurance policies of compulsory civil liability insurance for causing harm as a result of an accident at the facility, taking into account the performance of the new types of work, drawn up in accordance with the federal laws "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities" and "Concerning Compulsory Insurance of Civil Liability of the Owner of a Hazardous Facility for Causing Harm as a Result of an Accident at a Hazardous Facility," the validity of which expires no earlier than 30 working days from the date of receipt by the licensing authority of the application for renewal of the license and the documents attached to it;
h) an inventory of the attached documents.
11. The applicants and licensees intending to carry out the licensed type of activity at the address of its implementation, which is not specified in the license, in terms of work at explosive and chemically hazardous production facilities of hazard classes I, II and III, where, in accordance with the technological documentation provided for in federal regulations and rules in the field of industrial safety, a continuous production process of the main production activity is carried out, due to the specifics of the technological process, instead of the documents provided for in subparagraph "a" of paragraph 7 and subparagraph "b" of paragraph 8 of this Regulation, are entitled to submit the documents to the licensing authority (in free form), confirming the consent of the owner of such a hazardous production facility for the licensee, the applicant, to obtain the right to carry out the work.
12. When checking the information contained in the application submitted by the applicant (licensee) and the documents attached to it (information about the documents), as well as when checking the compliance of the applicant (licensee) with licensing requirements, the licensing authority requests information necessary for the provision of public services in the field of licensing, which is at the disposal of the bodies providing state services, the bodies providing municipal services, other state bodies, the local self-government bodies or organizations subordinate to the state bodies or the local self-government bodies, in the manner prescribed by the Federal Law "Concerning Organization of the Provision of State and Municipal Services."
13. Submission by the applicant of the application and documents necessary for obtaining the license, their acceptance by the licensing authority, the licensing authority’s decision to grant the license (refuse to grant a license), renew the license (refuse to renew the license), suspend, renew, terminate the license, as well as the formation and maintenance of a licensing case, an information resource, the maintenance of a register of licenses and the provision of information contained in the information resource and the register of licenses are carried out in accordance with the procedure established by the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities.”
14. Licensing control over the operation of explosive and fire hazardous and chemically hazardous production facilities is carried out in accordance with the procedure established by the Federal Law "Concerning the Protection of the Rights of Legal Entities and Individual Entrepreneurs in the Exercise of State Control (Supervision) and Municipal Control,” taking into account the specifics of organizing and conducting inspections, established by the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities" (hereinafter referred to as licensing control).
15. Licensing control is carried out by Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service and its territorial bodies.
16. The subject of licensing control is the applicant’s (licensee’s) compliance with the license requirements.
17. Licensing control is carried out through organizing and implementing measures to prevent violations of the license requirements, monitoring the compliance with the license requirements in the implementation of activities for the operation of the facilities by the applicants and licensees, inspections of the applicants and licensees, taking measures provided for by the legislation of the Russian Federation to suppress, prevent and/or eliminate the consequences of revealed violations.
18. When taking measures to prevent violations of the licensing requirements, special preventive measures aimed at preventing harm, natural and man-made emergencies are not carried out.
19. Officials of Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service exercising license control are:
a) the chairman of the Service, his deputies;
b) heads of the structural divisions of the central office of the Service, their deputies, who are in charge of licensing control issues;
c) federal state civil servants of the category "specialists" of the leading and senior groups of positions in the structural divisions of the central office of the Service, who are in charge of issues of license control;
d) heads of territorial bodies of the Service, their deputies;
e) heads of the departments and deputy heads of the departments of the territorial bodies of the Service, in charge of licensing control issues;
f) federal state civil servants of the "specialists" category of the leading and senior groups of positions in the territorial bodies of the Service, who are in charge of licensing control issues.
20. Information containing the information provided for in Part 1 of Article 21 of the Federal Law "Concerning Licensing of Certain Types of Activities" is posted in the official electronic or printed mass media of the licensing authority within 10 days from the date of:
a) the official publication of the regulatory legal acts that establish mandatory requirements for the licensed type of activity;
b) the decision made by the licensing authority to grant and renew the license, suspend and renew the license;
c) the receipt of information from the Federal Tax Service on liquidation of the legal entity or the termination of its activities as a result of re-organization, on termination of the individual’s activity as an individual entrepreneur;
d) the entry into legal force of the court decision to revoke the license.

OF WORK PERFORMED AT EXPLOSIVE, FIRE AND CHEMICALLY
 HAZARDOUS PRODUCTION FACILITIES
OF HAZARD CLASSES I, II AND III
 
1. Receipt (formation) of flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances posing a threat to the environment at explosive, fire and chemically hazardous production facilities of hazard classes I, II or III (hereinafter referred to as the facilities).
2. The use of flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances that pose a danger to the environment at the facilities.
3. Recycling of flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances that pose a danger to the environment at the facilities.
4. Storage of flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances that pose a danger to the environment at the facilities.
5. Transportation of flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances that pose a danger to the environment at the facilities.
6. Destruction of flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances that pose a threat to the environment at the facilities.
7. Use (operation) at the facilities of equipment operating under excess pressure of more than 0.07 megapascals:
steam, gas (gaseous, liquefied);
water at a heating temperature of more than 115 degrees Celsius;
other liquids at a temperature exceeding their boiling point at an excess pressure of 0.07 megapascals.
8. Obtaining melts of ferrous and non-ferrous metals, alloys based on these melts using equipment designed for the maximum amount of melt, which is 500 kilograms or more.
9. Conducting mining operations, work on the beneficiation of minerals, as well as work in underground conditions, with the exception of open pit mining without the use (formation) of flammable, oxidizing, combustible and explosive substances defined by Appendix 1 to the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities.”
10. Storage or processing of plant raw materials, in the process of which explosive dust-air mixtures are formed that can ignite spontaneously from an ignition source and burn independently after its removal, as well as storage of grain, its processing products and feed raw materials prone to self-heating and spontaneous combustion at facilities.
Notes: 1. Flammable, oxidizing, combustible, explosive, toxic, highly toxic substances, and substances posing a danger to the environment are defined by Appendix 1 to the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities.”
2. The criteria for classifying hazardous production facilities as hazard classes I, II and III are established by Appendix 2 to the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities.”
3. The scope of work performed at the facilities does not include the work related to receipt, use, processing, storage, transportation and destruction of industrial explosives.
