RESOLUTION

CONCERNING ORGANIZATION AND IMPLEMENTATION OF PRODUCTION CONTROL OF
COMPLIANCE WITH INDUSTRIAL SAFETY REQUIREMENTS
In accordance with Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities,” the Government of the Russian Federation decides:
1. To approve the attached Rules for the organization and implementation of production control of compliance with industrial safety requirements.
2. To establish that the implementation of the powers provided for by this resolution is carried out by federal executive bodies within the established maximum number of employees of the central office and territorial bodies of the relevant federal executive bodies and budgetary allocations provided for by these bodies in the federal budget for leadership and management in the area of established functions.
3. This resolution comes into force on January 1, 2021 and is valid until January 1, 2027.

RULES FOR ORGANIZATION AND IMPLEMENTATION OF PRODUCTION CONTROL OF COMPLIANCE WITH INDUSTRIAL SAFETY REQUIREMENTS
1. These Rules establish requirements for the organization and implementation by legal entities and individual entrepreneurs operating hazardous production facilities, production control of compliance with industrial safety requirements (hereinafter referred to as the operating organization, individual entrepreneur, production control, respectively).
2. These Rules are applied in the organization and implementation of production control by individual entrepreneurs, taking into account the specifics of regulation of the activities of individual entrepreneurs established by the legislation of the Russian Federation.
3. The operating organization (separate subdivisions of a legal entity in the cases provided for by the provisions on separate subdivisions), an individual entrepreneur, on the basis of these Rules, develop a provision on production control, taking into account the specifics of the operated hazardous production facilities and the conditions of their operation.
The regulation on production control is approved by the head of the operating organization (the head of a separate subdivision of a legal entity), an individual entrepreneur.
4. The regulation on production control contains:
the position of the employee responsible for the implementation of production control, or a description of the organizational structure of the production control service;

the rights and obligations of the employee or officials of the production control service responsible for the implementation of production control;

the procedure for planning and conducting internal inspections of compliance with industrial safety requirements, preparing and registering reports on their results, as well as the procedure for monitoring the elimination of violations of industrial safety requirements identified in this case;
the procedure for collecting, analyzing, exchanging information on the state of industrial safety between structural divisions in the operating organization and bringing it to the attention of workers employed at hazardous production facilities;

the procedure for organizing industrial safety, taking into account the results of production control;

the procedure for diagnostics, testing, inspection of structures and technical devices used at hazardous production facilities;
the procedure for ensuring readiness for actions to localize and mitigate the consequences of an accident at hazardous production facilities;

the procedure for organizing the investigation of accidents and accounting for incidents and accidents at hazardous production facilities;

the procedure for accounting for the results of production control when applying incentives and penalties to employees;
the procedure for organizing industrial safety review;

the procedure for training and certification of employees in the field of industrial safety;

the procedure for preparing and submitting information on the organization of production control.
If the specified information is contained in other local regulatory acts of the operating organization, the details of such documents are indicated in the regulation on production control. The information contained in these documents is not included in the provisions on production control.
5. The regulation on production control is developed again or subject to change:
in accordance with the report of technical investigation of the causes of an accident at a hazardous production facility;

in case of changes in industrial safety requirements for the implementation of production control;
by order of the Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service, the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation, the Federal Service for Execution of Punishments, the Federal Protective Service of the Russian Federation, the Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation, the Foreign Intelligence Service of the Russian Federation, the Main Directorate of Special Programs of the President of the Russian Federation, or their territorial authorities in the event of a discrepancy between the information contained in the regulation on production control and the information obtained in the course of federal state supervision in the field of industrial safety;
in other cases, by decision of the head of the operating organization, an individual entrepreneur.
6. If an industrial safety management system has been created in the operating organization, production control is an integral part of it.

Production control is carried out by the operating organization, an individual entrepreneur through a set of measures aimed at ensuring the safe operation of hazardous production facilities, as well as preventing accidents and incidents at these facilities and ensuring readiness for actions to localize accidents and mitigate their consequences.
7. The functions of the person responsible for the implementation of production control are assigned to:
one of the deputy heads of the operating organization (head of a separate subdivision of a legal entity), an individual entrepreneur, when the number of employees engaged in professional activities related to design, construction, operation, reconstruction, overhaul, technical re-equipment, preservation and liquidation of a hazardous production facility, as well as manufacture, installation, adjustment, maintenance and repair of technical devices used at a hazardous production facility (hereinafter referred to as employees of the operating organization) is less than 150 people;
a specially appointed employee, when the number of employees of an organization operating a hazardous production facility is 150 to 500 people;

the head of the production control service, when the number of employees of the organization operating a hazardous production facility is more than 500 people.
8. The main tasks of production control are:
a) analysis of the state of industrial safety of hazardous production facilities, including by organizing appropriate reviews and examinations;

b) organization of work on the development of measures aimed at improving the state of industrial safety, namely to prevent accidents, incidents and injuries at hazardous production facilities;
c) control of compliance with the industrial safety requirements established by federal laws and regulatory legal acts adopted in accordance with them, as well as local regulatory acts of the operating organization on industrial safety issues;
d) coordination of works aimed at preventing accidents at hazardous production facilities, and ensuring preparedness for localizing accidents and mitigating their consequences;

e) control of the timely conduct of the necessary tests and technical examinations of technical devices used at hazardous production facilities, repair and verification of control measuring instruments.
9. Production control is carried out by an employee or production control service appointed (determined) by the decision of the head of the operating organization, individual entrepreneur.
10. Responsibility for the organization of production control is borne by the head of the operating organization (head of a separate division of a legal entity), an individual entrepreneur. Responsibility for the implementation of production control is borne by the persons who are entrusted with such duties in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

Federal executive authorities ensure the organization and implementation of production control by their subordinate operating organizations.
11. The employees responsible for the implementation of production control at hazardous production facilities of hazard class I to III shall:
have a higher technical education;

have work experience at a hazardous industrial facility of the industry for at least 3 years;

pass certification in the field of industrial safety at least once every 5 years;

receive additional professional education in the field of industrial safety at least once every 5 years.
12. The employees responsible for the implementation of production control at hazardous production facilities of hazard class IV shall:
have a higher technical education and additional professional education in the field of industrial safety;

have work experience at a hazardous industrial facility of the industry for at least 3 years;

pass certification in the field of industrial safety at least once every 5 years.
13. The duties and rights of the workers who are entrusted with the functions of persons responsible for the organization and implementation of production control are determined in the regulation on production control, as well as in the job descriptions or agreements (contracts) concluded with these workers.
14. An employee entrusted with the functions of a person responsible for exercising production control is obliged:
a) ensure control over compliance by the workers of hazardous production facilities with industrial safety requirements;

b) develop a work plan for the implementation of production control;

c) organize and conduct inspections of the state of industrial safety;
d) annually develop a plan of measures to ensure industrial safety based on the results of inspections of the state of industrial safety;

e) participate in the technical investigation of the causes of accidents, participate in the investigation of incidents and accidents;
f) analyze the causes of accidents and incidents at hazardous production facilities and store documentation for their accounting;

g) participate in the introduction of new technologies and new equipment;
h) bring to the attention of the employees of hazardous production facilities information on changes in industrial safety requirements established by the regulatory legal acts, provide the employees with these documents;

i) submit proposals to the head of the operating organization (in case of a violation of industrial safety requirements) concerning:
implementation of measures to ensure industrial safety;

elimination of violations of industrial safety requirements;

suspension of the work carried out at a hazardous production facility in violation of industrial safety requirements that endangers the life and health of the workers, or the work that may lead to an accident or incident;
implementation of measures to ensure industrial safety;

elimination of violations of industrial safety requirements;
suspension of the work carried out at a hazardous production facility in violation of industrial safety requirements that endangers the life and health of the workers, or the work that may lead to an accident or incident;
suspension from work at a hazardous production facility of persons who do not have the appropriate qualifications, who have not undergone timely training and certification in the field of industrial safety;

bringing to responsibility the persons who have violated industrial safety requirements;
j) carry out other measures to ensure industrial safety requirements.
15. The employee, who is entrusted with the functions of the person responsible for the implementation of production control, ensures control of:
a) compliance with licensing requirements in the implementation of licensed activities in the field of industrial safety;

b) compliance with industrial safety requirements in the implementation of activities in the field of industrial safety;

c) elimination of the causes of accidents, incidents and injuries;
d) timely conduct by the relevant services of the necessary tests and technical surveys of technical devices used at hazardous production facilities, for the repair and verification of control measuring instruments;

e) availability of documents on the assessment (confirmation) of the compliance of technical devices used at a hazardous production facility with the mandatory requirements of the legislation of the Russian Federation on technical regulation;
f) compliance with the instructions of Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service and its territorial bodies, as well as the relevant federal executive bodies on industrial safety issues;

g) development of action plans for localization and mitigation of the consequences of accidents at hazardous production facilities of hazard classes I, II, or III;
h) carrying out industrial safety review;

i) organization and conduct of training and certification of the workers in the field of industrial safety.
16. The employee entrusted with the functions of the person responsible for exercising production control has the right to:
a) freely visit hazardous production facilities at any time of the day;

b) get acquainted with the documents required to assess the state of industrial safety in the operating organization;

c) participate in the development of industrial safety declarations;
d) participate in the activities of the commission to investigate the causes of accidents, incidents and injuries at hazardous production facilities;

e) make proposals to the head of the operating organization to encourage the employees who took part in the development and implementation of measures to improve industrial safety;
f) suspend the operation of technical devices in the event of violations of industrial safety requirements that may lead to an accident, incident or injury at a hazardous production facility;

g) participate in the preparation for industrial safety review.
17. Operating organizations, individual entrepreneurs submit information on the organization of production control to the territorial bodies of the Federal Environmental, Industrial and Nuclear Supervision Service, the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation, the Federal Service for Execution of Punishments, the Federal Protective Service of the Russian Federation, the Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation, the Foreign Intelligence Service of the Russian Federation, the Main Directorate of Special Programs of the President of the Russian Federation, - to these federal executive bodies or to their territorial bodies.
18. Information on the organization of production control is submitted in accordance with paragraph 2 of Article 11 of the Federal Law "Concerning Industrial Safety of Hazardous Production Facilities."

19. The structure of information on the organization of production control includes the following information:
a) a plan of measures to ensure industrial safety for the current year, as well as information on the implementation of the plan of measures to ensure industrial safety for the previous year;

b) information on the organization of the industrial safety management system (for hazardous production facilities of hazard class I or II);
c) information about the employees responsible for the organization and implementation of production control, about the production control service (in the cases established by paragraph 9 of these Rules);

d) results of inspections carried out by the employee responsible for the organization and implementation of production control, or by the production control service;
e) information about the readiness for actions to localize and mitigate the consequences of an accident at a hazardous production facility;

f) information on compulsory insurance of civil liability of the owner of a hazardous production facility for harm caused by an accident at a hazardous production facility;
g) information on the state of technical devices used at a hazardous production facility, buildings and structures at a hazardous production facility;

h) information about the incidents and accidents that occurred at hazardous production facilities.
